A TYPICAL CLASSROOM VISIT

A Typical Visit takes a total of approximately 2 hours in the morning 

One class period for registration, orientation, and refreshments 

One class period for speakers in the classrooms 

Prior to Classroom Visit
Speakers arrive at school and Sign-In (approx. 1 hr. before speaking)
Assignment to Classroom (Typically 2 volunteers to a class)
School administrator gives information & background of school and students and answer questions about restrooms, classroom locations, etc. 
During the Classroom Visit 

Speakers will:

Talk about themselves
What they do

Their job

Products/services of their company

Role of education in their life.

How it has helped.

Things they wish they had done.

Things they are glad they have done.



How the amount of education relates to life style

Talk about Value of High School Diploma (they have charts and handouts)

Talk about the need for further education in today’s world (handouts)

Talk about the Cost of Living – (charts and handouts)

Answer Questions
About their jobs

About what their company does

About their life in general
