What part time jobs would help a high school student get a job with your company?

What good will a high school diploma do me?

Can I get a part-time job or a summer job with your company?

Does you company have apprenticeships?

Is there any age requirement to work for you company?

What kind of training program does your company have for high school graduates?

Does your company have rules about hair or beards or other appearance things?

How do I apply for a job at your company?

What's the difference between wages and salary?

What's the most I can make at your company?

How far can I move up at your company?

What decisions and/or suggestions have you made that have affected your company since your employment there?
